Poverty line in Dallas County
• $14,880 per year for an 

individual adult 
• $29,950 for a family of four

30% of Americans don’t have an emergency savings

40% can’t cover a $400 emergency expense

UP to 78% live paycheck to paycheck

99% of people in Dallas County below 
the poverty line are NOT homeless
